If Whiteread’s House functioned as a
testament to the social and economic
realities of urban transformation and the
people and communities impacted by it,
I would suggest that her recent
sculptural casts of windows and doors
attest in their own ways to the often
overlooked and unspoken structuring
agents that define domestic space and
existence. For upon closer inspection,
the seemingly generic, nondescript
nature of her cast windows and doors
gives way to subtle differences that
suggest a range of living spaces.
Through the indexical trace of
architectural elements, each of
Whiteread’s casts retain their relation to
real conditions and lived experiences in
the world, hinting at the diverse and
shifting social realities that define
domestic spaces.
